We are doing this project to tie together many of the math concepts we have learned and are learning this year.  It involves a lot of geometry, scale, decimals, fractions and proportions.  We are also including some English concepts like elements of fiction. You must keep up with this project weekly or you will be overwhelmed at the end.

The end product of this project is to build a non-real figure like a robot or an alien or any other idea you may have.  Each day you will be given directions for adding parts to your figure which will correlate with what we have studied or are studying in class.  You should have been collecting empty boxes like cereal boxes, shirt boxes, butter boxes, gift boxes, etc.  You should also have things like toilet paper and paper towel tubes, cylindrical objects like salt containers, Pringles containers, and round lids of different sizes.   You will then be writing a creative story to accompany your creature.

You will be keeping a scale drawing of your creature on the attached graph paper so that I can see your progress.  A lot of your grade will depend on your ability to follow directions, so read the instructions carefully and have someone at home double check you.  Make your work as neat as you possibly can and do not lose this graph paper because you will then have to redo the whole thing to have a final drawing.  At the end of the project, your scale drawing should match your creature.  This is a project that cannot be completed the night before.  Please keep up with it – I promise you will have fun and it will not be overwhelming.  Don’t forget that at the end we will be visiting Memorial and Wheelock and sharing our creatures and stories.
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
