Grading Policies: 

· I use a total point grading system.
· Tests, quizzes, projects, homework, review assignments, corrections, and Math Lab (10%) make up the overall math grade.
Homework:
· There will be about 4 assignments per week. Most homework assignments can be found on my website.

· Because I consider homework to be part of the learning process I do not grade it but check to see that each student has done the work. We correct and discuss assignments as a class.

· Students will only receive half credit for homework that is one day late, after that it will not be accepted.
· Students will only receive half credit if the work is not shown or done in pen.

· If a student is missing 2 homework assignments a note/email will be sent home.
· Any test or quiz below a 70% must be signed. Corrections are required for all tests and quizzes. A separate grade will be given for corrections.
Effort and Behavior:

· Students will be issued a “strike” if a classroom rule is broken.
· Students with three or more strikes in one day will be issued a detention.
Extra Help:
· Extra help will be offered on Wednesdays and Thursdays from 2:15 – 2:45.

Math Lab:

Math Lab is a sixth period math class for all seventh grade students. It is designed to give all students more exposure to math concepts and enrich those same concepts. The goal of this class is to individualize instruction for students so that remediation and enrichment can occur. Students will be assessed in the following areas: integer operations, exponents, decimals, evaluating expressions, fractions, order of operations, mixed numbers, probability, conversions (decimals, fractions, percents), percent problems, solving equations, and factoring. Once the assessment has been evaluated, each student will progress through the program, covering only material in which he/she showed weaknesses. Each week the student completes a worksheet and uses the answer binder available in the classroom to check his/her results. If the student is not confident about the material, he/she can go to the teacher for instruction. Once the student is confident he/she progresses to taking a quiz on the concept. Once mastery is achieved, the student progresses to the next concept. The teacher’s role will be to evaluate each student and use small group or individual instruction to explain unfamiliar concepts. This class differentiates the instruction of many seventh grade math concepts.
